The rounded up money is placed in a charitable trust with oversight by its own volunteer board of directors.

Noble REMC’s Operation Round Up® is a community service fund that assists non-profit organization’s projects in the communities in the general service area of the cooperative. Currently, Noble REMC has given back over $366,000 into local communities benefiting several organizations in their service territory.
